5) A copy of your Exhibit’s AQHA-NZ Registration Papers must accompany entry form.

7) The Organisers have the right to remove any Horse / Rider they deem to be breaking AQHA and AQHA-NZ

9) Competitors please note, any horse being ridden by more than one rider must be entered on a separate entry
form.

10)Approved safety helmets (NZEF) must be worn by all entering games events.
